2. Do not worry if the student does not participate.
They may undergo an initial silent phase. This is an
essential part of acquiring another language

3. Provide as much visual support as possible —
objects, pictures, gestures and facial expressions.

4. Provide opportunities for EAL students to listen and e
speak in groups. Pair with helpful, friendly and articulate peers who can provide a
good language model.

5. Display key vocabulary around the classroom.

6. Modify teacher use of language in the classroom.
Use simple vocabulary and short sentences/speak
clearly/avoid false starts/pay attention to board work.

7. Ask students to label diagrams, sketches and
pictures in English and/or first language with single
words or short sentences.

8. Encourage students to keep a glossary at the back
of their exercise books where new words and
terminology can be recorded and translated.

9. Copy key sentences that contain the main ideas of the lesson, for example the
three key points of the lesson. This can then be translated into first language for
homework.
